
 

 
RE: IUFRO CONFERENCE on ROOT and BUTT ROTS 
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Berkeley, February 23rd, 2006 
 
 
Dear fellow pathologists, 
 
The next Root and Butt Rot meeting is no longer in the distant future.  You are all invited to attend 
the next conference in California and Oregon on the US West Coast. The general schedule of the 
program and important deadlines are starting to shape up.  We also have a web-page: 
http://nature.berkeley.edu/IUFRO2007/ , which you will be able to access and use for queries and 
registration issues.  Remember that the IUFRO Phytophthora in forest ecosystems meeting will 
also take place in California approximately a week after the Root and Butt Rot meeting, so 
potentially you may be able to attend both.

Our meeting will start with lunch on August 12th at the University of California at Berkeley and it 
will continue at Berkeley on the 13th. The Conference will then move to the resort at Mammoth 
Lakes located on the Eastern Side of the Sierra Nevada, tucked between some of the tallest peaks 
on the continent and the Great Basin desert. En route to Mammoth Lakes, we will visit the world-
famous Yosemite National Park and look at the significant role currently played by root diseases 
are in shaping the Yosemite Valley forest.  The effect of intensive management on the spread of 
root diseases will be discussed during this field trip.  We will leave Mammoth on the 16th to visit 
the ghost town of Bodie and Lake Tahoe, where the effects of root rots and their interaction with 
insects will be our focus. We will overnight in the Southern Cascades on our way to Medford, 
Oregon, and visit a black stain root disease site en route.  On the last day of the conference, August 
19th, a field trip is scheduled to Crater Lake National Park. Participants will then be dropped off at 
the Medford airport in Oregon.  The last field trip is a “must-attend” as root disease centers caused 
by Phellinus weririi and Armillaria will be visited during this last day of the conference. 
 
The two closest airports to Berkeley are San Francisco and Oakland. San Francisco airport is 
linked to Berkeley by the Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) system, a commuter light rail system 
with frequent runs. In order to attend the first day of the conference you will need to spend a night 



in the San Francisco Bay Area.  We will book a hotel for you in the bay area if you pre-register by 
December 31st 2006.
