“Read Me” for Caltech 2003 Data

1. PTR-MS data from Caltech 2003 processed using S-plus in original folders labeled by “MMDDYY”, e.g., 031203 is March 12, 2003

2. Experiments were run from March 12 – April 9, 2003
3. Check Lab Notebook for detailed notes on the terpene compounds run for each experiment.
4. Two different compounds were typically run every other day, and calibrations were conducted on non-run days. The experiments are differentiated according to the bag they were run in, i.e., Near Bag (n) or Far Bag (f). 
5. Concentration matrices are labeled by “concMDD + label of compound”, e.g., “conc331a” is the data from March 31, α-terpinene, and “conc331t” is data from March 31, terpinolene. By checking with the lab book, any uncertainties in the terpene naming system can be corrected by date of the experiment, and the first letter of the compound in question. 

6. Concentration data frames (matrices) without any corresponding scripts, etc., are located in the folder “CleanData\.data”. Aerosol growth data are also in this folder, and are labeled according to date, and whether the experiment was run in the near bag (n) or the far bag (f). The lab book states what compound was run in which bag. 

7. The folder “Combine” contains the scripts used for the Caltech 2003 paper, including scripts used for calculating yields, and scripts used for generating graphs. 

8. The folder “Files for Others” contains text files (“.txt”) of the concentration data for each experiment included in the Caltech 2003 paper, in comma-delimited form. It also contains PDF files with the time series plots for each ion for each experiment. The same is true for the “Files for Others” folder for Caltech 2005 paper (though I forgot to include this information in the Read Me file for the data.
