Data Output Files
In the river\output directory:

Rvxxxxxx.fla are ascii files of half hour averaged corrected (of 10 sec data), where xxxxxx stands for the year, month, and day (two spaces each) of the first day of the file, which contain: year (four digit), day (julian), hour (24 hour day), date (julian day with 4 decimal place of hour), wind speed (m/s), wind direction (degrees), rain (cm), air temperature ((C), container temperature ((C),  relative humidity (%), par (micromoles/m2/s), pressure (mb), ozone (ppb), water by RH sensor (mmol/mol), co (ppb), corrected co (ppb), co water trap temp ((C). Note NA is used for missing values.
Rbxxxxxx.fla are ascii files of corrected 1 min data, which contain (same units as above): date, year, wind speed, wind direction, rain, air temperature, relative humidity, par, pressure, ozone, water, co. Note NA is used for missing values.

Raxxxxxx.fla are ascii files of half hour averaged corrected  (of 10 sec data), where xxxxxx stands for the year, month, and day (two spaces each) of the first day of the file, which contain (same units as above): date, year, wind speed, wind direction, rain, air temperature, relative humidity, par, pressure, ozone, water, co. Note NA is used for missing values.
.nam files contain the names associated with the above ascii files. 

In spfiles, are the splus files (see under _data directory). Following above nomenclature, we have the same copies of the above files and some other ones. Note, don’t really create an splus of the one min averaged data.
