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Data for meteorological variables, CO, Ozone, CO2, and H2O are posted in two separate files with different averaging times.

The revised data are posted in files

taall.fin  space delimited ascii file of 30 minute averaged data.
tball.fin  space delimited ascii file of 1 min averaged data.

The FIRST LOOK data were posted during the field campaign in the following files.

TaYYMMDD.fla are space delimited ascii files of 30 minute averaged data. 

TbYYMMDD.fla are space delimited ascii files of 1 min averaged data.

NOTE: “fl” indicates these are “first look” - recalibrations were later necessary, particularly for CO and O3. This data should not be used for publications. It has been moved to a separate subdirectory.
YYMMDD indicates year, month, and day (two spaces each) of the first day of the file. 

Time is reported in UTC (subtract 8 hours for PST). 

-99999 indicates missing values due to calibration periods or other calamities.
