These measurements were taken on the same treatment schedule as described in the “PTRMSReadMe.doc” file.

For the concentration files, the 3rd column is concentration in parts per million by volume (ppmv). The 7th column (toy=Time of Year) is Julian day local (Pacific) standard time. Additional parameters are included. The first column is a time index used in the raw data analysis. The 2nd, 4th, 5th, and 6th columns are various time units marked from the start (fs) of the instrument. The 8th, 9th, and 10th columns are the day of year, hour of day, and minute of hour, respectively. The 11th column marks if the measurement was taken in the 1st or 2nd half-hour of a given hour.
For the flux file, toy (the first column) is Julian day local (Pacific) standard time, and the second column is the fluxes reported in micrograms per cow per second (g/cow/sec).
